Dear TAJF Grantees and Potential EJW Fellowship Applicants:

Since 1999, TAJF has provided funding for Equal Justice Works Fellowships at TAJF grantee sites. We
recently learned that Equal Justice Works’ applicant pool for the 2014-16 Class has very few applicants
with TAJF grantees as the host organization. Additionally, all current applicants are clustered in one part
of the state. While TAJF has made no decision regarding any current applicant, it is rare that we fund
multiple fellows in a city. We have asked EJW to re-open the application to expand and diversify the
pool. Again, the quality of the current candidates has not yet been reviewed or judged — this decision is
about the overall pool. All applicants will be carefully reviewed and considered for pending slots.

Equal Justice Works is re-opening the competition exclusively for TAJF grantees, and we strongly
encourage you to consider applying. The new deadline for Fellowship applications is December 1, 2013
at 5:00 p.m.
